1) Voters Assembly  ñ  Final authority for all decisions of property and policy is vested in the

2) Cross Lutheran School Board  ñ  The affairs of the school are administered by the School 

Board which meets monthly.  The board is comprised of six voting members, holding           
communicant membership in Cross Lutheran Church, who are elected by the congregation 
for two year terms. 

 
3) Principal  ñ  The principal of the school must act as executive officer, with the help of the 

faculty and staff, to suggest changes and policies for the improvement and welfare of the 
school.  It is the principalõs obligation to see that the policies and wishes of the school board 
and the congregation are carried out. 

 
Accreditation 
Cross Lutheran School is accredited by the Lutheran School Accreditation Commission (a State 
of Texas recognized accrediting agency) and the National Lutheran School Accreditation    
Commission. 
 
Enrollment Policy 
To be admitted to the school the following materials must be presented to the School Office:  
 

1) Completed enrollment application;  
2) Copy of last two report cards and any standardized test scores;  
3) Grade school applicants complete reading, writing, and math prompts 
4) A scheduled appointment with the principal. 
5) Record of all necessary immunizations being current prior to the first day of school, in 

accordance with state regulations. 
 

All new students are subject to a review period not to exceed the first quarter, at which time final 
determination regarding permanent enrollment will be made.
