In case you missed it last week, above is the link to last week’s godliness message, followed
closely by this week’s message on cleanliness.

Here are some thoughts on this fall season, HIN1, and hand-cleansing routines: Soap and hot
water with vigorous scrubbing are our best bet to minimize the spread of or kills germs. Hand
sanitizer routines are being implemented this year as a support to this: every time your child
enters the computer lab, library and art room, he/she will clean their hands while listening to
the directions for class. Directions for thorough hand-washing have been posted in each bath-
room of our campus. Surfaces of desks, door handles, and lunch tables are cleaned and disin-
fected regularly by the janitor, lunch staff and teachers. The classrooms will have a regular
stock of disinfectant wipes and bleach-less disinfectant that our early childhood program has
been using the past few years. Thank you for your efforts to train and encourage good hygiene
with your children as well. Children having their own water bottle might be another way to
minimize germs that could be spread by water fountains, even though they are cleaned daily.
The Texas Department of State Health Services sent out an update today as well notifying
schools of recommendations based on last year’s experiences along with the expectation of
H1N1 returning this fall. Seasonal flu shots are a strong recommendation in this communica-
tion, as are training and reminding students to “cover your cough”, and having children stay
home if in fact they have a temperature of 100F or higher. All of these efforts will assist to
minimize the spread of flu this fall. It is not necessary for your child/ren to be seen by a physi-
cian every time one of them has a temperature and flu-like symptoms. The recommendation is
currently not to close schools or districts, but for schools to assess their own population’s rate
of sickness this fall, and determine if an excessive number of students in one’s own school
population are absent due to illness. Our janitorial staff found Sani-Guard foggers last spring
that can be used this year to disinfect a classroom where numerous kids are sick in the same
time frame. All of these efforts and precautions have us aware that HIN1 will likely find New
Braunfels again this school year; these efforts are not only solid practice to keep our children
and school healthy, but to ideally minimize the spread of HINI, if and when it does begin to
impact New Braunfels this school year. I've heard of Baton Rouge and Buda having large
numbers of absent students within the past week so hang on as we return from this holiday
weekend.
